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County agencies get United Way dollars

Clark County people facing serious barriers to housing, employment and health are getting help from United Way of the Columbia-Willamette, which announced $5.1 million in grants to community groups all over the Portland metropolitan area this week.

The Arc of Clark County, the Community Housing Resource Center and Second Step Housing are the biggest Clark County recipients of United Way money.

The Arc will get $112,750 to help parents and children with developmental disabilities learn to navigate services, gain access to therapy, advocate for themselves in schools and solve child care problems.

The Community Housing Resource Center will get $112,320 to provide education, mortgage and credit counseling and other assistance to primarily low-income Latino and Russian households.

And Second Step Housing (formerly YW Housing) will get $148,000 to help house ex-offenders who are returning to the community.

Other projects supported by United Way that serve Clark County residents along with people from other area counties: The Native American Youth and Family Center ($162,000 for literacy), the Irvington Covenant Community Development Corporation ($135,000 for "green" job training), the Community Warehouse ($36,000 for deliveries to people with disabilities), the Native American Rehabilitation Association ($152,000 for health curricula) and the YWCA of Greater Portland ($36,000 for legal services to survivors of domestic violence).
